over 5 000 shack fires per year according to the Fire Protection Association of Southern Africa (FPASA).

Nine hundred smoke alarm detectors will be installed in all nine hundred households chosen by community
leaders from the 14-17 February 2023.

Smoke alarm detectors timeously alert unsuspecting households of fires in their dwellings. Lives and properties

can be saved.
