Gauteng Premier, Panyaza Lesufi will on Monday, 20 February 2023, 
deliver his his inaugural State of the Province Address (SOPA) at the 
Johannesburg City Hall, under the theme: “Together, Changing the face 
of Townships, Informal Settlements and Hostels”.
