MEC MAILE TO HAND-OVER HOUSES AT CLAYVILLE

MEC Lebogang Maile will be visiting Ekurhuleni Metropolitan Municipality, tomorrow
Wednesday 14 April 2021, to officiate at the handing-over of newly-built houses by
ANC-led provincial government.

MEC Maile together with senior Departmental officials will hand-over houses to
deserving beneficiaries at Clayville, City of Ekurhuleni. After the symbolic hand-over
of houses to beneficiaries, media interviews will be held to outline the significance of
the project by MEC Maile.

MEC Maile will also use the opportunity to respond to the recent events of illegal
land invasions in the province, specifically in Rabie Ridge and other affected areas.

The Gauteng provincial government, in line with the electoral commitments of the
governing party, has committed itself to tackle the housing backlog in the province as
entrusted by voters.

There is visible progress regarding the implementation of most of the
mega projects being undertaken in partnership with the private sector”.
